The contemporary literature on the issue of nation-
building varies substantially on issues such as
legitimacy, timing, order of development, and
approaches. But nation-building as a concept is not
onethatisuniquetothe modernage.

and place of birth. ... Fundamental rights are
provided to every citizen of the country without any

The speaker of session spoke about digital divide, its
simplest form refers to the binary division between
people who own, or do not own, digital devices such
as mobile phones or computers. It is also used to
referto the binary

division between people who are connected to the
internet and mobile phone networks and those who
are unconnected. This binary understanding of
access or inclusion has been subject to increasing
scrutiny in recent years and the literature has sought
to go “beyond access” to develop a multi-
dimensional understanding of digital divides,

The speaker also threw light upon, In an increasingly
digital world, relatively privileged people are able to
use their access to mobile and internet technologies
to access clear digital dividends including remote
access to health and education information,
financial inclusion and digital pathways to economic
and political empowerment. However, already
disadvantaged people have less access, agency and
ability to reap these digital dividends, and are being
left further and further behind. One third of the
world's population do not own a mobile phone, and
50% of the global population have no internet. A
series of digital divides is adding new digital
dimensions to poverty inthe 21st century.

This is not a binary divide: new classes of technology

access and connectivity experience are leading to a

range of different digital inclusions and exclusions.
These digital dimensions of poverty often reflect,
reproduce and amplify gender, racial and
caste/class divides. As the relatively privileged
upgrade to the latest generation of smart phones and
connectivity speeds, and as ever more aspects of
social, economic, and political life move online, the
digitally disadvantaged experience widening
inequalities. Development professionals require new
diagnostic tools to analyze the digital access and
everyday technology practices of those being left
behind in their area of work. New research is
necessary to understand the development
implications in this dynamic space, including the
impact of artificial intelligence (Al) on governance
and work automation on employment and growth.

And the speaker concluded by saying that In an
increasingly digital world, unless policy and practice
is consciously designed to address the

specific needs of the most deprived, then the use of
digital technologies risks excluding and further
disadvantaging those already being left behind. If it
did become politically possible to work with those at
most risk of being left behind. The digital divide in
India must be addressed and rectified. For starters,
an increased financial stimulus is necessary to allow
greater access to online resources for children who
may not have any. This way, schools can rely on and
distribute their own digital resources for at-home
learning instead of depending on students to have
mobile devices at home. Furthermore, this will
provide essential funding to education in India,
which already receives low government expenditure.

The human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) targets
the immune system and weakens people's defense
against many infections and some types of cancer.

WRITING SKILLS

rancis Bacon, a famous 16th century English essayist

says, “Reading maketh a fullman, conference a ready

man and writing an exact man.” The well-known
statement of the great essayist of the yester years still holds
good in the global village, where communication is playing a
prominent role. It is a fact that the four skills - Listening,
Speaking, Reading and Writing (LSRW) — must be practiced to
use any language reasonably well. English is a language that
gained greater prominence for global communication in the
wake of Liberalization, Privatization and Globalization. It is no
longerjustalibrary language but a language of opportunities. A
fairly high degree of proficiency in English and excellent
communication skills enhance employability of our young
professional graduates. Though all the four skills are needed to
be focused on, only two skills, reading and writing, are stressed
in the article as these are the areas neglected most denying the
employment opportunities to our young graduates pursuing
professional courses.

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A Credit Facility which could help India

s we all know India is facing an unprecedented situation
as the second wave is much more devastating in its
nature.

This virus has also taken a heavy toll on the income of people.
With frequent lockdown , downward demand forcing the firms
to fire or lower the pay-scale of workers / employees due to low
profitability , a humongous number of people have lost their
income including those who are breadwinners of the family.
The most recent unemployment data shows an unemployment
rate of 10% (urban 12%, rural 9%) .

The category of middle class and lower middle class who
aren't eligible for most of government schemes and also the
category which has forms the chunk in the unemployment
genre are the ones to be squeezed as always.

In such times when there is little or no income in hands of
people, one definitely cannot afford to take a loan, nor will any
institutions be ready to grantaloan to such people.

There is one such credit facility which is much forgotten or
ignored in the banking system , and with further modifications
for a short term period could turn out to be fruitful for various
people and also small businesses.

This is about reverse mortgages , a its a service that is

designed for citizens above to avail themselves of funds by
mortgaging their residential property. it's called reverse
because in this the bank or financial institutions pay the
borrower fixed amount of money on a monthly or quarterly
basis, the total payment is usually equal to or 5-10% less than
market the value of the property and it's landscape. When the
borrower and spouse dies the property is sold by the bank later
on, also the borrower can cancel the term and just pay back the
loan amount received after a specified period and safeguard the
property.

This is a facility which provides immediate source of income
and can be availed Without having a creditworthiness
background Reverse mortgages will be protected against
inflation as indexation will be provided year on year.
Reverse mortgage can supplement or add to retirement
income of people having an low pensions and gratuity
There is no upper age limit for getting the benefit of the reverse
mortgage facility. Itistaxfree

The major limitations here are the age barrier which is above 60
and " what f the value of above goes high".

In the current scenario this facility can be modified to help out
those people who own any kind of small or medium size
property but are without any income which also could
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indirectly help the consumer sentiments an demand stable
(consumer sentiments index is down by 2.8% this month) ,
this can be done through further modifications like:

m Toreframe the reverse mortgage facility into reverse asset
in which a certain class of assets which would include
assets like gold ,silver and locked in debt instruments.

m The age of limit could be altered for a certain period of
time, toinclude 25+ age group.

m The loan processing fees and other charges could be
reduced or waived off for 2 years.

m There should be clause to let the borrower cancel the this
facility after a certain fixed time convenient to the
borrower and allow the loan amount to be paid back with
interest rate not more than the Risk free rate of the
country.

m This facility can be altered in way that owner who give
their house for rental purposes can help their tenants to
waive off a certain % of their rent by being able to can
apply this facility and still gaining cash flows and later
payment can be done by the tenent to the specified bank
or institution , this can provide a moratorium benefit and
well as constant cashflows for the owner of property.

m The borrower should be given the option to choose what
% of the value of his/ her property he wants as periodic
payments.

m Businesses with a bleak future and having a property can
use this to have facility to get a consistent income and
may help sustain their business for a certain period of
time and then paying of the loan if the firm does well.

The lenders wont altogether be in such a stress an housing
market is one of the most stable markets( don't just jump off
thinking about 2008 crags ,that was due to subprime bonds
and bad governance), with land being an appreciating asset
producing constant cashflows, the probability for a better
market value for the property while selling is quite high.

Since the Rbi has recently opened a 10000cr allocation for
optimal borrowing for banks and NPA restructuring faculty
there is currently enough liquidity amongst the institutions to
help transform this reverse mortgage facilities for at least an
3 years span, this could help a chunk of segment to have
constant income during such bad phase and also create a
spike up in demand for the short term to help companies
comes out of this menace , implying a comeback in
employmentrate.

""mental battle" is due to a peculiar kind of "perversion" in thinking. This source is called

We should consider Arjuna's situation in greater detail because , Arjuna symbolises the
class of ""managers'’, who have the potential of being '"successful" and of "achieving
some spectacular results'.
